Flying an airplane with an autopilot has many advantages for the 

pilot. The autopilot can be your friend, but it can also lull you 

into a false sense of security. When the autopilot is engaged, the 

pilot becomes an observer. On a commercial airliner flying long 

distances, the autopilot helps carry the load of the pilot by easing 

the physical requirements of keeping the airplane on altitude and 

to some degree on course. The problem comes when it is time to 

change course or altitude. The autopilot needs the pilot to take 

control, or the airplane will continue on as before. 

There is another problem with too much use of the autopilot. 

The pilot loses the òfeeló of the airplane. When you lose your feel 

you lose your basic flying proficiency. 

I wonder if some of our Lions clubs have been doing the same things for so many years they appear 

to be on autopilot. Itõs time to kick off the òautopilotó!  Itõs time for us to take charge and maybe 

change course back to service. Itõs time to review community needs, to recruit new members for 

added service, to form a new club for a neighboring community and to reintroduce having fun. 

 As a professional pilot, I had recurrent training every six months. Maybe itõs time for a checkup on 

our membership to ensure that our mission of service is not falling short of our potential because 

we have been on autopilot for too long. Our new Club Excellence Program is a great tool to give 

your club a checkup.

DISTRICT IN GOOD STANDING WITH LIONS CLUBS INTERNATIONAL, STATE, AND DISTRICT DUES PAID TO 
DATE, ARE HEREBY NOTIFIED THAT THEY ARE ENTITLED TO ONE (1) VOTING DELEGATE AND ONE (1) AL-
TERNATE FOR EACH TEN (10) MEMBERS OF SAID CLUB, OR MAJOR FRACTION THEREOF, AS SHOWN BY THE 
RECORDS OF LIONS INTERNATIONAL ON THE FIRST DAY OF THE MONTH LAST PROCEEDING THAT MONTH 
DURING WHICH THE CONVENTION IS HELD.  THE MAJOR FRACTION REFERRED TO SHALL BE FIVE (5) OR 
MORE MEMBERS.  ONLY REGISTERED DELEGATES WITH CERTIFIED CREDENTIALS, PRESENT IN PERSON AT 
ANY MEETING OF THE CONVENTION, SHALL BE ENTITLED TO VOTE.  ELIGIBLE DELEGATES ARE MEMBERS 
WHO HAVE BEEN ENROLLED FOR AT LEAST ONE (1) YEAR AND A DAY IN THE CLUB AS SHOWN BY THE RE-
CORDS OF THE INTERNATIONAL OFFICE AS COUNTED FOR PURPOSES OF CALCULATING DELEGATE ENTI-
TLEMENT.  EACH SUCH DELEGATE MAY CAST ONLY ONE (1) VOTE ON EACH QUESTION. 

 

THE PHRASE òMEMBERSó WHO HAVE BEEN ENROLLED FOR AT LEAST ONE (1) YEAR AND A DAY IN THE CLUB 
IS INTERPRETED TO MEAN THE FOLLOWING: 

 

 A TRANSFERREE SHALL BE COUNTED AS A MEMBER FOR THE PURPOSE OF CALCULATING THE DELE-
GATE ENTITLEMENT OF THE CLUB IF THE TRANSFEREE HAS BEEN A MEMBER OR RECEIVED TRANSFER FOR 
AT LEAST ONE YEAR (1) AND A DAY. 

 

 A REINSTATED MEMBER SHALL BE COUNTED AS A MEMBER FOR THE PURPOSE OF CALCULATING THE 
CLUBS DELEGATE ENTITLEMENT PROVIDED THAT THE REINSTATED MEMBER HAS BEEN A MEMBER FOR AN 
AGGREGATE PERIOD OF NOT LESS THAN ONE (1) YEAR AND ONE (1) DAY. 

 

 A NEWLY CHARTERED CLUB WILL BE ENTITLED TO ONE (1) DELEGATE AND ONE (1) ALTERNATE 
DELEGATE WHEN IT HAS BEEN CHARTERED FOR ONE (1) YEAR AND ONE (1) DAY.  THEREAFTER, THE DELE-
GATE QUOTA WILL BE BASED ON THE NUMBER OF MEMBERS ENROLLED IN THE CLUB FOR ONE YEAR (1) 
AND ONE (1) DAY. 

 

CLUBS BEING RELEASED FROM STATUS QUO WILL HAVE THEIR DELEGATE QUOTA BASED ON THE NUMBER 
OF MEMBERS ENROLLED IN THE CLUB FOR ONE (1) YEAR AND ONE (1) DAY AT THE TIME OF BEING RELEASED 
FROM STATUS QUO.  HOWEVER, A CLUB BEING RELEASED FROM STATUS QUO WILL BE ENTITLED TO A MINI-
MUM OF ONE (1) DELEGATE, AND ONE (1) ALTERNATE DELEGATE.

Hello again,  The year is going by so fast.  It seems impossible that the conventions are almost upon us.  We are do-
ing the district convention up here this year since the state convention is going to be in Beaumont.  I know it is a 
long way to drive for many of you, but we hope everyone will come on April 29 and 30.  We are planning some fun 
entertainment (Lions from our big talent show) lots of yummy food, Past International President Jimmy Ross and 
his wife, Velda and of course this is all taking place at our Texas Country Music Hall of Fame. So, come enjoy it 
with us.   
This past month we went to the fartherest away club--Dick Dowling in Sabine Pass. What a terrific group of folks 
now meeting in a brand new building since IKE blew their town away.  The park the Lions helped rebuild is just 
next door and it was being used by several children the afternoon we arrived. We also had a history lesson on Dick 
Dowling and saw the historical park which is the site of his heroic Civil War battle. 
It is time to finish up my narrative on our Outback trip.  
Our drive along the beautiful Ocean Road at the bottom of Australia ended in Melbourne.  We had a driving tour of 
this lovely town.  The second day we got on a bus that took us South to Phillip Island.  We stopped at a Koala Re-
serve and walked on a board walk that was built up into the trees where you could come to within a few feet of the 
Koalas sitting on their branches.  They sleep 20 hours a day, but at dusk they wake up and eat. Since we arrived just 
before then we got to see them start moving around. 
We continued on down to the ocean's edge and got settled to see the "Little Penguin Parade".  They actually have 
bleachers for folks to watch all these tiny brown Fairy Penguins come ashore.  Once ashore they waddle (some as 
far as 3 football fields) to their burrows.  You are encouraged to watch them come in, then pick one to follow (we 
were on boardwalks with rails) to its home.  The one husband and I followed waddled probably 150 yards up the 
hill to its burrow. 
Next time I write I will tell you about the International Convention in Sydney and about the District Convention in 
Carthage--y'all come.  Jayne 
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My Dear Fellow Lions and Leos, 

  

I am deeply humbled by the generous outpouring of sup-
port from Lions worldwide to my call last week to do-
nate funds to the Foundation's Japan Relief Fund.  Al-
ready, LCIF has received donations or commitments 
exceeding US$6 million, including US$3 million that the 
Lions of Japan are working to raise themselves during 
their own crisis. Again, it's so very humbling to see such 
compassion by the network of caring Lions and Leos-
worldwide.  I thank all who have already donated from 
the bottom of my heart. 

  

With the expected death toll now exceeding 18,000 and 

rising, the devastation is clearly greater than anyone could have imagined. And more than 400,000 people are still in shelters, 

in the cold, often going without a hot meal for days on end.  

  

Now that the roads have re-opened, Lions from all over Japan are sending relief aid from every corner of the country -- 30 

tons of rice is being sent from Sapporo, US$50,000 worth of baby formula from Hokkaido, and women's health products 

from the southern area of Shikoku - all through the Lions network in Japan.  Within a day of the disaster, many courageous 

clubs distributed 20 tons of food, water and emergency supplies, despite great risks and challenges to themselves. Even our 

Lions blue-colored Lions relief tents are being delivered to give shelter for Lions volunteers and other relief workers in the 

hardest-hit areas.  

  

To distribute the aid effectively, the Lions of Japan quickly set up four Lions relief aid warehouses in affected areas. Lions are 

coordinating relief aid distribution with local government officials and with the Japanese Red Cross. As a result, Lions are 

helping coordinate blood donation campaigns within Japan. 

  

As you know, we have 31 Lions clubs in Sendai  - the largest city affected by the quake - and nearly a club in every town up 

and down the coastline.  Whether it's clothes and food today, or shelter next week, or a wheel chair the week after, Lions

While many of you have already generously donated, for which I am very thankful, please encourage your fellow Lions, Leos 
and friends to also donate. Please know that every donation will be put to careful use, and 100 percent will go to the 
cause.  Also, donations received between March 11 and June 30, 2011 will be eligible for Melvin Jones Fellowships. 

  

I am again humbled by your generosity to date.  The Lions of Japan have always been there for the rest of us in times of 

need.  So I am proud of you, and never prouder to be a Lion, when we come to their aid in the wake of this historic, awful 

tragedy.

      3.     A newly chartered club will be entitled to one delegate and one alternate until it has been chartered one year and one         

              day. There after its delegate quota will be based on the number of members enrolled in the club for one year and one  

              day. 

3. Clubs being released from status quo will have their delegate quota base on the number of members enrolled in the  

In the club for one year and one day at the time of being released from status quo, provided, however, a club being released 

from status quo will be entitled to a minimum of one delegate and one alternate.
