The clubs must do a self analysis of their leadership structure, service projects and membership participation. Dur-
ing a club visit, I witnessed a simple analysis being taken. Seeing some of the answer sheets indicated that the club 
may have several problems to work thorough. . 

 

The second goal was to establish several new Lions club on college campuses. Here again Ike had its effect. Classes 
have now returned to normal so we need to renew our efforts and work toward positive results at the start of the 
spring term. More information on Student membership will be addressed later in this newsletter. 

 

Community service means public awareness, desire to become involved, easier recruiting and better retention of 
current members.
