For a prosperous 2009-2010   
Lions Year 
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One Manõs Junk- TRULY another Manõs Treasure 

 
I never gave it a second thought from the age of ten, but without my glasses I would not have been able to succeed in school or sports. 
They are now, after 50 years, just a part of my face - something I never even think about. Yet without them I could not have held the jobs 
I had, nor succeeded in my chosen career. If they are so important to me, common sense says they are just as important to everyone else. 
Still millions of people, just toss them out when they get a new pair, while some man in Kenya or some woman in Mexico canõt hold a job 
in a factory, because they canõt see their work.  Enter the Knights of the Blindé.. Lions International, TLERC, Lions of MD2, Lions all 
over your District, and hopefully the Lions in your Club! 

 

Last month we explained what TLERC (Texas Lions Eyeglass Recycling Center) does with the òjunkó glasses we collect, to get them 
into the hands of those that see them as a òtreasureó.  This month we promised to give you some ideas (that other Clubs have used & 
still use successfully) to collect used glasses before they are tossed in the trash. If your Club is not sending used glasses to TLERC (2550 
Flynt, Midland, Texas 79701), maybe one of these ideas will get you started: 

 

1) Decorate a large trash can or metal drum for used glasses, and always have it at your fund raising events, like pancake dinners, etc. 
Over time people will learn to expect it & will bring their used glasses to your event. 

 

2) With permission of course, set out small collection boxes at local retailers. Especially productive are pharmacies, eye doctor or optical 
shops, funeral homes, Church offices or vestibules, & local hospitals. Look for places (like Wal-Mart or grocery stores) where people go 
repeatedly. Once they spot the box over time, they will eventually remember to dig those old pairs out of the nightstand. Remember to 
run your route regularly, since retailers do not want overflowing boxes that make their store look messy. Many clubs make their own 
wooden boxes, and cardboard boxes with graphics can be found through Lions International. Oh by the way, if the managers of 
these retailers are not members, this is the time to ASK them to become a LION! 

 

3) Funeral homes may not be willing to put out a box, but if you talk directly to the Funeral Director, they may be willing to delicately 
ask the family for the deceasedõs eyeglasses. It is comforting to know that their loved one can help another person even after death. Oh 
by the way, if the Funeral Director is not a Lion, you got it ðask him or her to join! 

 

4) Talk your Post Master out of any old mail boxes they may have stuck in a warehouse or use any other weather protected container you 
can find or make. Paint it Lionsõ colors and paint on some graphics. If you have a clubhouse, put one out in front of it. Also, you might 
find a mall or strip shopping center that would allow you to place it on the corner of the parking lot. Look for the malls that already allow 
collection boxes (like Goodwill). Again make sure you run your route regularly, so they donõt overflow or become trashy. 

 

5) If you still have a door to door project like selling brooms, light bulbs, poinsettias, etc., then make it part of the pitch at every home to 
ask for used glasses. In fact, one club Iõve heard of, makes it their project just to go door to door to collect used glasses - they arenõt sell-
ing anything. Oh by the way, if the person at the door isnõt in their Club, they invite them to a meeting! 

 

These are just a few easy ideas to get you started, and once you get into collecting, contact TLERC, so we can provide you training to go 
the next step (the òfirst sortó discussed in detail last month) for TLERC. This saves us time and you money, because it reduces the ship-
ping weight. Maybe then you will progress to the next step. Through TLERC we can train your Club (or District) how to use a lensome-
ter to read the prescriptions of the glasses you collected, then to sanitize and bag them. Learning these basics about prescriptions is the 
beginning of what you need to know to set up an adult eye clinic, which just happens to be next monthõs topic.  
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Who are the LIONS?  Who are You? 
      

     Our International Membership is listed at 1.3 million members.  We come from different areas of the world, different 
professions, and different backgrounds.  Even though we can be different individually and by club, we share a common be-
lief.  As written in The Lion, we believe that the community is what we make it. Think about that...What We Make It!  Now 
ask yourself...How has my club impacted my community?  Now I ask you...Does your community know all the good your 
club does?  Does the community know who you are?  Getting the word out about what your club does and who you are is a 
necessity.  

     Start small and place a picture in the local paper that details your club officers for the year.  When you have a fundraiser 
and you advertise, make a short statement about what the funds you raise are used for and follow-up with an article showing 
your accomplishment.  There is always someone looking for a cause.  Getting the word out about your club's different pro-
jects may just interest someone and that could lead to a new member.  

     Think of your club as a business.  Each business has a marketing aspect.  Your "business" has to be advertised. A business 
has to be interesting and worthy of customers.  Your club can showcase how interesting it is by informing your community of 
your fellowship activities and the good you do.  Such a simple action can build "customer" interest and in turn a possible 
member.  

     If you need help in advertising your "business", look to the International website and look into the club resources. You 
will find sample press releases and PSAs (Public Service Announcements).  International has a multitude of information to 
help build membership. 

   Being a Lion is so fulfilling.  It is time that your community is aware of the good you do.  The community needs to know 
who the Lions are.  They need to know you, your club, and that they too can be a Lion.

The invoices for the second half of the year will be billed on January 10, 2010. The invoices will be based on your clubs 
membership as of January 1, 2010. Please submit your MMR prior to the 31st of December.  Dues are payable prior to March 
15th, 2010. 

All dues and invoices must be within 90 days to be òlisted as in good standingõ and eligible to vote on district and state ballots. 

 

The clubs also need to start the process of electing club officers for the 2010/2011 year. They need to be elected and re-
ported to Lions International prior to April 1, 2010. Early election and reports assist the Vice Governor in selecting his team 
and organizing and publishing his directory. 

 

A few good Lions are needed to step up and become the leaders for the future years of the District. We need a past club 
president, zone or region chairman, who is ready to step up forward and place their name on the ballot for 2nd Vice District 
Governor, for the year 2010/2011 and move up to governor 2012/2013
