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THOUGHTS FROM THE VDG 

 

Here it is, July already. The beginning of my year as the VDG, and I really donõt know what to say. 
Honestly, these last few weeks have not been filled with ôLions work.õ My time has been spent in 
doctorsõ offices. Iõll just bring you up to date.  

 

About 3 ½ years ago I realized that I had a small spot on the roof of my mouth that felt like a blis-
ter. I assumed it was an infection from a tooth. I found that it was cancer, and I had surgery to re-
move it. Everyone thought that it had been a successful surgery. I didnõt receive any further treat-
ments. In March of this year I found a lump in my neck. I went back to Houston and they told me 
that the cancer had come back and metastasized in a lymph node. I had more surgery and began a 
program of radiation plus chemo. This was to be about 7 weeks. I have completed about 5 weeks. 
The radiation and the chemo each has its own side effects, and Iõve experienced my share of each. 

 

Why am I sharing all this with you. I realize that it is a strange way to start the year. Number one, I 
feel that I have some friends out there who are concerned about my well being, and have probably 
prayed for healing in my body, but number two, there may just be someone out there who has 
something wrong in their body that they canõt explain. I would like to encourage you not to walk, 
but to run to a medical facility to have it checked out. Early detection is the real thing. 

 

I am looking forward to getting back into the groove of Lions work soon. Iõm sorry, but I already 
know that Iõll not be able to make the cabinet meeting in Lufkin.
