Yes, the clubs must drop those ònon-attending / non-dues payingó members before the end of the month so they 
will not be billed for International, State, Camp and District dues. 

MMR (monthly membership report) must be filed by the last day of the month. The State, Camp and District dues will be 
billed based on the membership as listed on the 1st of the month. International publishes their òaccumulative membership 
reportó on the 5th of the month. That number is used by the State for billing the districts for state and camp dues.
