The 

future belongs to those who shape it. In your club and in your community, be creative and inspired. The great thing about innovation 

is that it attracts a crowd. People want to be part of whatõs new and exciting. Your family, friends and neighbors will want to attend 

Lionsõ events and join in our service as Lions themselves. 
Lions, òMove to Growó this year. More than 90 years ago our founder Melvin Jones turned the notion of a businessmanõs club on its head 

and focused on service instead of self-interest. His legacy of change is our current inspiration. We have a great history but the way to 
build on the past is to position ourselves at the starting point of a new and wonderful enterprise.
