LWSB was founded in 1947, and is truly an inferna-
tional, nowprofit rehabilitation center for blind and visually impaired people. It has served over 9450)people
all 50 states and 58 other nations.

The primary mission of LWSB is to enable people who are blind or visually impaneependectipn

and to live fydroductivéves with dignity and-se$pect, and to promote a positive public awareness offblind-
ness. The Center provides counseling services, personal adjustmenbtatioima), tpreing and vocatiorjal
training in 14 career areas ranging from computer programming to small engine repair.

Expenses for training, rooms and meals are |par
blind, with the remainder provided through suppottiforsti@ulsf Arkansas and neighboring states, afd
through personal contributions and bequests. LWSB has about 60 students daily as an average b

IRS tax reporting: As of last year there is a new set of rules! Prior to last year if the club did not nogmally ¢
$25,000 in gross receipts, you were not required to file a return.

THAT has changed;

Annual Electronic Filing Requirement for Small Exempt Organization® Form
990N (e-Postcard)

Small tarxempt organizations whose anmemlecei@renormally $25,000 or lesy/
be required to electronically submit Foid) 88® known as tHeostcard, unless they
choose to file a complete Form 990 or Fdfih 990

The Pension Protection Act of 2006 added this filing requirement to ensure that the IRS and
potential donors have current information about your organization.

Due Date of the ePostcard

The first-®ostcards are due in 2008 for tax years ending on or after December 31, 2007.
The éPostcard is due every year by the 15th day of the 5th month after theaglose of your
year For example, if your tax year ended on December 31, Zaistctind s due May

15, 2008You cannot file the ePostcard until after your tax year ends.

How To File

may be able to access the filing site directly by typing or pasting the following address into
your Internet browskttp://epostcard.form990.oMyhen you access the system, you will
leave the IRS site and fileRlosteard with the IRS through our trusted partner, Urban In-
stitute.
